Old Business:
· City of Blackfoot – Nothing to report. 

Scott Murphy is the new City of Blackfoot Street and Sanitation Superintendent.  He has the same phone number as Vaughn Key had.
· Intermountain Gas – Justin reported Intermountain Gas has finished up a couple of projects in the last couple of weeks.  Both of the projects on 700 West and the one on 615 West are now done.  
· Idaho Power – No representative present.
· Sparklight formerly Cable One – No representative present.
Financial Report:  Current Business Checking Balance as of 6/30/22 – $630.23 
Dues for 2022 have been collected from the following: Bingham County, Digline, City of Firth, City of Blackfoot, Idaho Transportation Department, and Harper-Leavitt Engineering. 
Subdivision Review:  The Basalt Bar Estates and Mountain Edge Commercial Park subdivisions Gwen Inskeep talked about at last month’s meeting got pushed to August’s agenda.  
Gwen handed out printouts of a new 34 lot residential subdivision just off of Rose Road north of Blackfoot named Rose River Estates.  There are 4 new roads proposed through the subdivision.  An electronic copy is attached to these minutes.
