· Justin Whited, called the meeting to order.
· Chris Sigrist made the motion to approve the minutes and Justin Whited seconded it. The minutes from the September 13, 2022 meeting were approved as written.
Digline Presentation – Nick Johnson

The new software Digline will be using to manage locate tickets will go live on Thursday, November 3rd at 10:00 p.m.  All tickets will go through the new system beginning Friday morning, November 4th.  If you go to digline.com there is a link to a 30 minute online training course to familiarize yourself with the program prior to the conversion.
Nick Johnson did a brief overview of the system and how to submit a ticket.

Old Business:
· City of Blackfoot – The Hepworth/Seefried Lane project is still underway.  The road is being rebuilt sections at a time instead of doing the whole road at once.
· Intermountain Gas – Justin stated the Cooper’s Cove joint trench is finally getting started.
· Idaho Power – No representative present.
· Sparklight (formerly Cable One) – Nothing to report.
Financial Report:  Current Business Checking Balance as of 9/30/22 – $655.23
Subdivision Review:  Gwen shared a preliminary plat for the Rod Hendricks Subdivision.  It has 4 lots and each lot will have an individual well and septic system.  An electronic copy is attached to these minutes.
A Planned Unit Development named Black Rock just off Worthen Road is in the concept drawing stage that will have 32 buildings with 440 total units consisting of condos and apartment buildings on approximately 21 acres.  The PUD was approved by the Planning & Development Board last Tuesday and must go before the Commissioners for approval.  Dusty is requesting a traffic impact study due to the size of this new planned development.  Dusty has been in contact with ITD’s Corey Krantz because of the close proximity of Highway 26 to the proposed Black Rock PUD.  This development will definitely have an impact on Highway 26 also.  Dusty expressed a concern that after Planning and Development sent out the governmental notifications to the state, there were no comments back from the state.  Chris Sigrist asked Dusty to send the information for the Black Rock PUD to him. 
New Business:
· County Road & Bridge – Dusty stated Road and Bridge is ready for winter.  Let it snow!
· Intermountain Gas – Justin said Intermountain Gas doesn’t have any new projects.
Other Business:
BCUCC Event Planning – The date for the BCUCC Damage Prevention Lunch event is tentatively set for Wednesday, March 1, 2023.  All construction contractors, excavators, and utilities will be invited to a free “lunch and learn” training event.  Justin has one speaker lined up for this event so far.  He will talk to Julie Maki to see if she can come on March 1st.  
Justin said Intermountain Gas will commit to $400 to help finance the event.  Princton Lee with the City of Blackfoot said he needs to look at his budget first, but he can probably do at least $250.  He also talked to Luke at HLE and he sounds willing to do something.  Princton talked with Furgeson Waterworks and they are willing to do maybe $200 in exchange for putting out some of their pamphlets at the event.  
Dusty said Tiffany Olsen ran into Merril Quayle over the weekend and he will send her an example of a flyer for one of Bannock County’s UCC past events.  Tiffany and Addie Jo from the Planning and Development office will design the flyers to advertise Bingham County’s UCC event.
Dusty suggested doing an RSVP to decide how many people to plan for before deciding what to do for lunch.  Justin agreed it would be good to get a head count and total of funds available in order to plan the menu.  Justin talked to Merril and was told the attendance for Bannock County’s events vary from about 50 to 150 people. 
Dusty offered the Bingham County Road and Bridge Shop for hosting the event. 
The next Bingham County UCC meeting will be held at 10:00 a.m. on November 15, 2022, at the Bingham County Public Works Offices.
