· Justin Whited, called the meeting to order.
· Gwen Inskeep made the motion to approve the minutes and Justin Whited seconded it. The minutes from the July 19, 2022 meeting were approved as written.
Old Business:
· City of Blackfoot – The Hepworth/Seefried Lane project has gone out for bid and they will be opening bids this week.
· Intermountain Gas – Justin reported Intermountain Gas has finished up most of their projects in Bingham County except the one on Rich Lane.
· Idaho Power – No representative present.
· Sparklight formerly Cable One – Heinz reported Cable One is finishing up some new subdivisions that they are building into right now.
Financial Report:  Current Business Checking Balance as of 7/31/22 – $630.23
Dues for 2022 have been collected from the following: Bingham County, Digline, City of Firth, City of Blackfoot, Idaho Transportation Department, and Harper-Leavitt Engineering.
BCUCC Special Event - Justin said we need to try to get our UCC to grow and suggested holding some kind of event.  Some of the other UCC’s host special events like a breakfast or lunch training event with the Damage Prevention Board and invite all contractors and utilities.  If there is an upcoming community event it might work to help sponsor it and educate people through another event.  A class could be arranged that offers Continuing Education Credits or CEU’s for those needing to earn credits. Please come up with some event ideas to discuss at the next meeting.  This will be an action item on the agenda for the September 13, 2022 meeting.
Subdivision Review:  The Bingham Industrial Park Division #6 is a replat to split one lot into two lots.  An electronic copy is attached to these minutes.
Gwen talked with Melodie regarding the variance request, setback from right of way, Bingham County received.  Mike Fresh is applying to be closer to the state highway.  Melodie said HLE contacted her prior to the application submitted to Bingham County and that after review from several of ITD’s departments, ITD doesn’t support the request.
New Business:
· County Road & Bridge – The County has purchased a used paver and for the first time is doing some paving.  Road and Bridge crews are paving eight miles on Liberty Road from Highway 39.
· Other Items from the Coalition – Melodie has a new contact for the railroad.  He has been very responsive.  She will share his contact name and information when she gets back to the office.
Chris from ITD said a new updated MUTCD Manual will be coming out soon.
· City of Blackfoot – Cooper’s Cove Subdivision (off East Airport Road) Phase II and Phase III have now been combined to be Cooper’s Cove Phase II.  Infrastructure is being laid there right now.  Sewer has been installed and water is next.  The other utilities can be installed once the water and sewer are done.  
The Honeybrook II Subdivision with 104 town homes has most of the water and sewer installed now.
The City of Blackfoot for Digline tickets get a huge amount of emergency calls that are not emergency.  The contractors then don’t work on them for two or three days.  The city is working with their attorney on an ordinance to bill them for the employees’ time when it is not really an emergency. 
· Intermountain Gas – Justin said the gas project on Rich Lane for a 4 lot division right project is in progress.

The next Bingham County UCC meeting will be held at 10:00 a.m. on September 13, 2022, at the Bingham County Public Works Offices.
