· The minutes from the April 11, 2019 meeting were approved as written.
Old Business:

· City of Blackfoot – Vaughn Key reported Doud Street is almost done.  Clark Drive is currently under construction.  The contractor will begin digging down Parkway Drive on Monday.  Riverton is complete.
· Intermountain Gas – Phillip Colborn said they are done with the work on Parkway Drive and Jensen’s Grove. 
· Idaho Power –
 Matthew Pallante said Idaho Power isn’t working on any major projects at this time in Bingham County.  He will get a check in for Idaho Power’s membership dues.
· Cable One – No attendees.

Subdivision Review:  David Romrell presented two new subdivisions to the coalition. (Attachment to these minutes.)  Stone River Estates is a 29 lot subdivision east of New Sweden along the river.  It has to go through a re-zone first.  R & B Estates is the re-plat of Averett Compound.
New Business:
· Future BCUCC Meetings – Phillip believes the meetings are very valuable.  Dusty and the rest of the coalition concurred.  We encourage everyone to attend and participate in future meetings of the BCUCC.
· ITD Projects – Melodie Halstead presented the current Idaho Transportation Department’s Monthly Project Report.  She advised to especially take note of page 5 of 7 titled “Design”.  It shows upcoming projects being planned.  Make sure to contact whichever engineering company is doing the project so they can get all utilities on ITD’s roadway plans.  (See attachment.)
· County Projects – Troy Lenhart reported there aren’t any new Road and Bridge projects under way at this time.

· Other Items from the Coalition – Dusty asked Phillip how far out on Highway 26 does Intermountain Gas have service.  Preparations are being made to build a new Bingham County Shop on the property that sits just off of Hwy 26 in front of the Bingham County Central Transfer Station.  The county is requesting qualifications (RFQ) from all interested persons and/or firms for comprehensive architectural services for the design and development of the new Public Works Shop.  It was advertised in the Morning News on May 8, 2019.  Phillip will bring in his laptop after this meeting, so Dusty can show him where it will be located.
· Intermountain Gas – The work on Frontage Road for the back feed for the subdivision on Riverton Road should be finished today.  The HPSS removal project going down 100 North (Tanner Lane) and 50 South (Mitchell Lane) will begin next.  Phillip asked if anyone had the contact information for the canal company.  David Romrell has a new contact list for the canal companies.  (It is an attachment to this email.)
Phillip asked Vaughn who to contact to start designing the rest of the project at the Blackfoot airport.  Vaughn replied Mayor Carroll.
He just sold a main on Groveland Road between 270 N and 300 W, so a right of way permit will be submitted soon.
Intermountain Gas has experienced issues with fiber companies going into the joint trench easements and going a foot over the main.  They are going to bring in an Energy Services Representative (ESR).  A lot of the ESR’s time and Phillip’s time will be focused on public outreach. Calling 811 before digging or boring cannot be stressed enough.
The next Bingham County UCC meeting will be held at 10:00 a.m. on June 13, 2019, at the Bingham County Road and Bridge Offices.
