· Phillip Colborn, called the meeting to order.
· The minutes from the November 1, 2018 meeting were approved as written.
Introductions:

Everyone present announced their name and which organization they represented.
Old Business:

· City of Blackfoot – No attendees.
· Intermountain Gas – Intermountain Gas will be doing some work for the City of Blackfoot at Jensen Grove and Parkway to move some gas lines.  A big project this year for Bingham County is a HPSS program to replace all of the high pressure sets moving forward on 100 North and continuing on Wicks Rd.  It will be roughly 15,000 feet of new main to turn all those into low pressure and get those out of the edge of the right of way.  It is expected that in the next 3 years from 100 North all the way to 600 and 700 North will be taken out.
Phillip announced he has taken on a new position replacing Rodney Jones beginning February 5th.  He will still be doing his current job until someone is hired to replace him.
· Idaho Power –
 Matthew Pallante reported business as usual. They might have a project over by the fairgrounds across the highway for a biological company.  There is the potential for some major stuff going in there depending on what their load is actually going to be.  No other major projects at this time that he is aware of.
· Cable One – No major projects are planned in Bingham County, just work for subdivisions. 
Financial Report:
Current Business Checking Balance as of 12/31/18 – $480.23.  The BCUCC voted to pay annual membership dues to the State UCC.

Subdivision Review:  David Romrell presented a new subdivision list to the coalition, which I have attached along with these minutes.  The last sheet has 6 new subdivisions on it. They are small subdivisions.
The GIS Mapping Department has been getting calls and emails about the online GIS maps not working.  David handed out some information on how to get to the maps and what to do if they are not working.  The maps have been changed to a secure site so if you had a saved link on your computer it will no longer work. New Business:
· ITD Projects – No attendees.
· County Right of Way Use Permit – Troy handed out a copy of the most current draft of Bingham County’s new right of way permit ordinance, which I have attached along with these minutes.  Changes include a $100 per use permit application fee.  Installation of an authorized standard T-Top with 12 inches of new asphalt on both sides is required if the oil is being cut.  Local Residential roads can have 2 1/2 inches of plant mix, but everything else requires 3 inches of plant mix.
· County Projects – 
Manwaring Lane – Forsgren Associates, Inc. designed the plans for Manwaring Lane.  Troy will send a copy of the plans to Phillip.  There are utilities that need to be moved.  The project includes a new bridge over a canal and road widening.  
· Future BCUCC Meetings – There was discussion about the frequency of future meetings.  It was mentioned that once a month would be beneficial in the summer, but in the winter every other month is better.  Heinz asked for a calendar invite for future meetings.
Refreshments for the meetings were discussed and decided against.  Phillip is tied into Bannock County’s UCC and he said they have a big breakfast every year.  He wants to invite this group to see if he can get that group to come.  The Public Utilities Commission comes down and talks about the laws.  A lot of Intermountain Gas contractors are in Bingham County or Bannock County so it would be good to get some of us there.  He would like to have some of the larger contractors come to our meetings.
The next Bingham County UCC meeting will be held at 10:00 a.m. on March 14, 2019, at the Bingham County Road and Bridge Offices.
