· Dusty Whited, called the meeting to order.
· The minutes from the July 6, 2016 meeting were approved as written.
Introductions:

Dusty Whited introduced himself as the current Bingham County Public Works Director, and Troy Lenhart as the Road and Bridge Supervisor.  Troy will be the contact person for contractors and utilities to coordinate upcoming projects.
Dusty thanked everyone for coming and emphasized the importance of the Utility Coalition Council Meetings.  He stated these meetings are beneficial to all and would like to see them supported by the cities located in Bingham County.  He stated we need to get as many people as we can to support the BCUCC meetings or consider abolishing them.
Dusty distributed copies of a draft Road Right of Way Work Permit for all to take with them and review for further discussion.  
Special Presentations:

Terry Harpt, President of the Idaho UCC was unable to attend the meeting.  Julie Maki relayed a message from Terry of support from the state for the BCUCC meetings.  She will send a contact list for all utility members, and contractors that have done work in Bingham County recently.  Julie commented it would be nice to see public officials attend the meetings.
Julie Maki is the manager of Digline.  Digline is a one number notification center, strictly a call center.  Digline does some educating, but they don’t go out and do locates, and the locators don’t work for Digline.  The utilities are the members of Digline.  If the utility company isn’t going to locate their lines then they contract it out to ELM, Stake Center or another locating company.  Digline covers Idaho’s lower 39 counties.  There is a call center in northern Idaho named Pass Word, Inc that handles everything from Coeur d’ Alene up to the Canadian border.  Digline has 312 utility members.  Digline’s regular staff include nine full time and 3 part time people.  During the summer months seasonal employees are hired.  Julie discussed numbers and types of locate requests for Bingham County.  Digline needs to be called at least two business days in advance for a locate, but not earlier than 10 days prior. Old Business:

· City of Blackfoot – No attendees.
· Intermountain Gas – Phillip Colborn had things to discuss with the City of Blackfoot and ITD, but neither were present.  Any plans for the old Snake River Bridge removal or replacement have been pushed back a few years to 2023 – 2024 due to economic reasons.  If the bridge is eventually removed it will affect gas to Basic American and the surrounding area.  The gas line attached to the bridge will need to be rerouted and Intermountain Gas is looking at a six figure project cost and at least 6 months advance notice.  Right of way will need to be acquired to get the gas line across the railroad.  Phillip would like to be kept updated as plans are made regarding this historical bridge project.  
· Idaho Power –
No attendees.

· Cable One – No attendees.
Financial Report:
Current Business Checking Balance as of 9/30/18 – $405.23.  No dues were collected from BCUCC members last year and there were no meetings.  The BCUCC paid annual membership dues to the State UCC last year.
To date, dues have been collected from the following for 2019:

· Atomic City
· Bingham County

Frequency of Meetings and Participation: Dusty initiated discussion on how often BCUCC meetings should be held.  Phillip said it would be helpful to discuss upcoming projects with all involved on a monthly basis.  Everyone agreed it would be beneficial if the meetings were better supported by city agencies, contractors, developers and engineers.  An effort will be made to garner more support.  It was decided to have the next meeting in January after the holidays are over.  There will be more discussion in January of having meetings once a month thereafter. 
BCUCC President & Vice President: Dusty thanked the three current elected officials of the UCC.  The decision was made by the coalition to promote Phillip Colborn to President of the BCUCC.  It was voted on and passed.  Troy Lenhart nominated Dusty Whited to be Vice President of the BCUCC, Rebecca Fangsrud seconded it and everyone was in favor.
UCC Funds for Refreshments:  Dusty motioned to take a vote for Phillip to purchase refreshments for future meetings using coalition funds and it passed.  Phillip added Intermountain Gas may pay for some refreshments as well.
Subdivision Review:  David Romrell presented a new subdivision list to the coalition, which I have attached along with these minutes.  The subdivisions on the first sheet in red have not been developed yet.  John Fairchild’s LNR West (City subdivision – not listed) is located east of I-15 and north of Riverton Road has 35 lots.  The only other big subdivision is Woodville Century 2 with 59 proposed lots.
Bingham County has an interactive map online that shows corner perpetuations, record surveys, and subdivision plats. These can be pulled up as a pdf and printed.  In order to access the interactive map go to www.co.bingham.id.us and click on “GIS Maps”, then click on “Interactive Maps”.  This will bring up 3 choices: Parcel Mapping, Voting Mapping, and Survey Records.  The red dots on the Survey Records map are corner perpetuations and the blue dots are records of surveys.  If you zoom in subdivisions are outlined in blue.
New Business:
· ITD Projects – Melodie Halstead wasn’t able to be present but sent a monthly project report for ITD.  It is attached along with these minutes.  If anyone has any questions, please email her at:  Melodie.Halstead@itd.idaho.gov.
· County Right of Way Use Permit – 
Draft Right of Way Permit – Dusty handed out a draft copy of Bingham County’s right of way permit, which I have attached along with these minutes.  The goal is to update the permit and make it more in line with other agencies.  Changes include a $50 per use permit application fee.  Please review the draft and respond back with comments at the next BCUCC meeting.
Intermountain Gas submits more permits for work in Bingham County’s right of way than any other utility.  There was discussion on whether an annual permit fee would be feasible.  The utility would still need to notify Bingham County of the location they are working for each job.  Phillip stated Intermountain Gas currently has a surety bond set up with Bear Lake County for right of way work. 
There has been a problem with Century Link’s lines not being buried deep enough.  All utilities should be buried a minimum depth of 36 inches.  Phillip relayed how one of their 10-inch natural gas pipelines located on Cromwell got hit.  The county was assisting with a special project to prevent trespassing at the old city dump when the equipment operator hit the 10-inch gas line.  No one was hurt in that incident.  
Installation of an authorized standard T-Top with 12 inches on both sides is required in our trenching permit.
· County Projects – 
Manwaring Lane – Forsgren Associates, Inc. designed the plans for Manwaring Lane.  The County has made its $180,000 deposit and the project is funded.  It will be bid this winter and will probably begin next spring.  Phillip asked to see the plans for the project.  Dusty will email them to Phillip, so he can see what the gas company’s involvement will be.

· Other Items – 
Tony Bandiera was introduced as the Public Works Director for Atomic City.  Tony wanted to meet with Dusty to discuss culverts.  Dusty suggested having the discussion after the meeting.
Roadway Cross- Section - Dusty announced changes have been made to the Roadway Cross-Section illustration in the Bingham County’s Highway & Street Standards Manual. Now when constructing a road to county standards it will require 2 ½ inches of asphalt.  Copies of the new cross-section were distributed.  It is an attachment along with these minutes.  
The next Bingham County UCC meeting will be held at 10:00 a.m. on January 10, 2019, at the Bingham County Road and Bridge Offices.
